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Objective: To correct cataract problems of many underprivileged adults
and children of the DCI Patuakhali project area Shaula and its surrounding
villages.

Program history:

1st Step — We organized an Eye camp on February 17, 2010 at DCI project area Shaula, the most
remote area of Patuakhali District. A team of Islamia Eye Hospital Barisal, screened the patients
from Shaula (Bauphal) and surrounding area. Through that screen the doctors identified 92 Clean
Cataract patients, who needed eye surgery immediately.

2nd Step— On March 03, 2010 we again examined the patients and we decided to arrange curative
surgery for 32 patients, who must get eye surgery immediately, otherwise they will become blind.

3rd Step— We completed the surgery of these 32 cataract patient at Islamia Eye Hospital in Barisal
between March 06-March 11, 2010. Now, they are completely cured and have clear vision.

It cost about $2000 to organize the Eye screeningmp
and to provide cataract surgery for these 32 paties.

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Summary

TheNeed ......ccccovvivinn...

In Bangladesh alone, nearly two million people suffer from blindness, and another three million are visually
impaired. But without medical intervention, this figure could double over the next twenty years. Today, the
economic burden and loss in productivity resulting from blindness in Bangladesh amounts to nearly a billion
dollars per year. The main cause of blindness in Bangladesh is cataracts, which are responsible for 60% of
the cases. Glaucoma and Vitamin A deficiency are also major contributors to vision impairment and blind-
ness. Even though cataracts can be easily cured by a simple operation, most of the Bangladeshi population
has no access to cataract treatment services. There are very few organizations working in this field. And
government spending is woefully inadequate: the per capita health care expenditure (in all areas, let alone
for blindness prevention) of the government is only 47 cents. If action is not taken urgently, many people in
Bangladesh will be destined to remain blind for life.

The program can be more effective........

During this camp we were surprised to find so many people coming from all around, some from very
far distance. We were also surprised that so many people had actual need of treatment. This situation
is not an isolated incidence for this kind of community. People all over in Bangladeshi villages are suf-
fering from these types of problems. Due to financial constrains, they never dream of treatment for their
eye. DCI projects are in very remote areas, so people do not have opportunity to see doctors very often
and specialists is out of question. To see any specialist people have to go to a Divisional town and for
that one needs money for transportation, food, lodging besides the actual consultation.

So we should take the initiative to organize this type of program in more areas of Bangladesh, espe-
cially where DCI has existing projects.

During the Camp day 346 people got treatment from the Eye specialist. The diseases diagnosed
were: Glaucoma, Clean Cataract, Cataract with Decrocyties, Nasal Terri Siam, Refraction, Blindness
etc. We were only able to serve 32 clean cataract patients. If we can provide treatment for all type of
patients then the community will really benefit.

For more effective help we should organize this camp once every year and always arrange curative or
prophylactic treatment following identification of the patients.

This program was successful due to the strong collaboration with Islamia Eye Hospital and Terre Des
Homes, Netherlands. We have had successful collaboration with this organization in other projects. The
organization is working in costal areas to improve general health, but they have no program to address
eye problems specifically. We should organize Eye camps in the costal areas with their collaboration.

Patients are required to follow-up with the physician after one week and after one month. These two
follow ups are free. At three months and one year after surgery follow up is still necessary but for those
one need to pay. We think the patients will fail to follow up with the physician at three months and one
year due to the cost. We need to work on making arrangements so that the follow up exams for the
patient are free of cost as well.
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
