Report of Eye Surgery Camp

Program history:

1st Step — We organized an Eye camp on February 17, 2010 at DCI project area Shaula, the most
remote area of Patuakhali District. A team of Islamia Eye Hospital Barisal, screened the patients
from Shaula (Bauphal) and surrounding area. Through that screening the doctors identified 92
Clean Cataract patients, who needed eye surgery immediately.

2nd Step— On March 03, 2010 we again examined the patients and we decided to arrange curative
surgery for 32 patients, who must get eye surgery immediately, otherwise they will become blind.

3rd Step— We completed the surgery of these 32 cataract patient at Islamia Eye Hospital in Barisal
between March 06-March 11, 2010. Now, they are completely cured and have clear vision.

It costs about $2000 to organize the Eye screeningc  amp
and to provide cataract surgery for these 32 patien  ts.
